cityWILD Gear Donations Acceptance Guide
cityWILD greatly appreciates individuals thinking of the organization when donating new and used outdoor gear and equipment.  Before donating your items, please utilize this short guide in determining if your gear is appropriate for the organization.  If you have questions about donating your gear and its appropriateness, contact cityWILD at 303-227-6862:
Considerations:

· Gear should be appropriate for youth ages 10-18.  Alternatively, if the donor does not mind, cityWILD might sell the item(s) as fund-raising for the organization.
· Gear should be gently used or already repaired.  Please do not donate gear that is ripped, torn or in need of other repair.  cityWILD does not have the capacity to fix donated items.

· Gear should be appropriate for one of the following sample activities; hiking, camping, rock climbing, rafting, skiing/snowboarding, snowshoeing, and trail maintenance.

· New gear is always appreciated and accepted, no matter the discipline!
New/Used gear cityWILD accepts (examples only, not an exhaustive list).  Bolded items are current organizational priorities:

· Adult, youth and child sizes – youth sizes preferred

· Outer Wear; Ski/snow pants and coats, fleece, rain gear

· Base-layers, socks (hiking/ski), gloves, hats

· Raft/Water gear; Paddles, oars, oar frames, wetsuits, neoprene booties, splash jackets, water gloves, strap on sandals, roll-up tables, etc.

· Self-bailing rafts/duckies pending age and use

· Camping gear; 2 person and up tents, two-burner propane stoves, sleeping bags/pads, camp chairs/tables, tarps, campware, pots/pans, etc.

· Snowshoes/poles

· Trail maintenance – work gloves, shovels, ax, etc.

· Climbing shoes (used accepted)

· Hiking – compasses, water bottles, day-packs, overnight packs, hats, boots, etc. 
· Gear cityWILD accepts as NEW ONLY- climbing ropes, webbing, harnesses, quick draws, slings, ALL helmets, locking carabiners, climbing ATC’s, first-aid kits, PFD’s

Used gear cityWILD does not accept, even to sell:

· Skis/ski boots – downhill and cross country
· Used climbing equipment:  ropes, harnesses, protection, webbing, locking carabiners, quickdraws (used non-locking carabiners and slings may be accepted for uses other than climbing), etc. 
· Fishing equipment

· Used PFD’s (personal flotation device – ‘life jacket’) 
· Bucket boats

· Used helmets for any discipline 

· Old first-aid kits
